Information from our Full Time Administrator


Divisions on Full-time
All divisions U7 to U11 Mixed and Girls are now hidden in preparation for the New Season. Clubs have had 4 weeks to check teams against divisions before the league generated fixtures in the background. You can still check by going to Fulltime - Teams.

Primary Contacts
Can all teams please ensure they check their Primary contacts to ensure the correct person is selected for their teams? People Tab - Primary Contacts - use the checkbox to select and click "update" only one person can be selected.

Checking Managers' SMS numbers to ensure they receive the matchday texts on your full-time system, go to - SMS tab - Teams - Fixture Group - Add New  (if numbers are not showing to add, the manager will need to check their Competitions profile - ensuring no gaps.

System Issues FA Aware of 
Competition - Previously entered suspended matches are missing - being investigated

Competition - Players not submitted to the league with an error stating the team is not in the league, despite the team being correctly assigned to a league - being investigated.

Friendlies on Council Pitches

Friendlies are not allowed to be played on council pitches as we need to give them time to rest and I have agreed this with PCC as they also left quite a few pitches in longer to get last Season finished.  I believe they have kept Staddiscombe in for games but the League will not be fixturing friendlies until ten days before the Season.  More information to follow next week but please ensure that teams abide with this request

Travellers

Please note Deans Cross, Hoskins Park, Knowle Battery and Cottage Field have had travellers on site over the past two weeks and this is clearly impacting on these pitches.  Pleased to say Plymstock and Chaddlewood hope their pitches will be ready for start of the Season and council has served eviction notices for the other two pitches.  We will keep you informed on this issue.  Police have asked us not to take the law into our own hands as I believe at Cottage Field some people approached the travellers and this is not to be encouraged.  Please allow the police to deal with this issue.

Signing of Minimum Number of Players

The deadline for signing the minimum number of players for your team was 31st July 2025 and we still have around 25 teams below their minimum required numbers.  In short for 5 v 5 games you need 5 players for 7 v 7 games you need 7 players for 9 v 9 games you need 9 players and 11 v 11 games you need 11 players.  Teams receive as per rule 2 disciplinary points per week from the 31st July and once a team surpasses 4 points it will be fined.  Please note and as I have already sent out in another email if teams do not have their minimum player numbers by the 22nd August 2025 then the League will not allow them to play their first games of the Season on the 6th and 7th September 2025.  Please ensure this situation if it applies to one or more of your teams is addressed.

U9 to U18 League Season commencement

To confirm the League Season starts on the weekend of the 6th and 7th September 2025 and will finish no later than the 31st May 2026.

New Discipline Arrangements

September 2025 and will be discussed at the League Management Meeting to be held at the Green Taverners, Plymouth Argyle on the 1st September 2025 starting at 7pm  Please note and as per League rule the first part of the meeting will now be a Special General Meeting and the minimum 7 days notice is now provided as there is a Club within our League that is being recommended for removal from our League due to breaches of League and County Rules on a consistent basis.
Central League Programme

Please note due to unavailability of Plymstock School on the 6th September the U7 and U8 programme ( 31 teams in U7s and 34 teams in U8s ) will start on the 13th September.  Which Age range starts on this date as they alternate bi weekly will be agreed late next week.  Justin who does the fixtures is working on them and I will ensure they are sent out as soon as possible

A reminder that a coaches meeting so all U7 and U8 coaches that is mandatory is being held at Manadon Sports Hub on Thursday 4th September 2025 and starts at 7pm.
Safeguarding Children Courses
Please can you regularly check your coaches to ensure not only is their DBS up to date but their safeguarding children course is as well.  We have some teams suspended by Devon FA as the coaches have not renewed or taken this online course.  When a team is suspended they are not allowed to train or play any games and please note if this ruling is not followed then Devon FA and the League will be having to suspend teams for a period of time and it is not what we wish to do.
Using external coaching companies

I am aware that some Clubs are using external coaching companies to coach their players.  Please can you ensure that the coaches have their FA DBS and also their safeguarding children qualification and that they are affiliated to the County FA.  This is to ensure all insurances remain valid.  If in doubt please liaise with Lorraine Tilley at Devon FA.

Return of Trophies

Clubs have until end of October to return their League and Cup trophies however if your Club wishes to return the perpetual trophies earlier please let me know and we are happy to receive them earlier as it helps us to get prepared for the next award ceremony.
League Registration Invoices
The invoices have now all been sent and the Treasurer thanks all the teams that have paid their fees already.  A reminder the final date for payment is the 31st August 2025.

The accounts for the 2024 – 2025 Season have been sent to the Treasurer for review before signing off and will be presented to the September League Management Meeting for approval.
