It is for referees to agree whether they are happy to be paid by BACS. If they say no you must pay them cash.  If you would like to pay them by BACS you need to contact them before the game and at least a night before and ask if they are happy with this.  You pay in advance.  If you pay them and they do not turn up the League will reimburse your team and get the money back from the referee.

i. All Referees using the Tamar Toll Bridge or the Torpoint Ferry are entitled to claim an additional £ 1.50 per team when travelling outside their post code area.

Travel Supplements

A referee that travels less than 10 miles to a game,( 20 miles round trip ) is not entitled to a travel supplement as the increase in referees fees this year take this into account.  After the initial ten miles to attend a game then the supplement is as follows

10 – 15 miles ( 20 – 30 miles round trip )
£ 2.00 per team

16 – 25 miles ( 31 – 50 miles round trip )
£ 3.00 per team

26 – 35 miles ( 51 – 70 miles round trip )
£ 4.00 per team

36 – 50 miles
( 71 – 100 miles round trip )   £ 5.00 per team.

· Mileage is determined from their place of residence to the designated pitch

Clubs must ensure that the following are completed in FULL and VISIBLE on the Fulltime System & Website, FA Marks, League Marks and Team sheet including Substitutes used and unused.  
Our Team Sheet Secretary Helen Mulligan whose email is registradjm@gmail.com has reiterated the need to ensure that if you use your substitutes you indicate this.  This is so important when we look at eligibility for cup matches.  If they play make sure you mark them as bench used.
