Mini Soccer After Christmas

In the same email as this newsletter is attached are the final mini soccer tables after the appeals were heard.  We only received one appeal, and this was declined and had to take a Morley team out of one of the Divisions as they were double entered.  Leon has already uploaded U11 fixtures and left 3 weekends below clear for Cup matches.

Please note the Cup draws for U9 – U11 are to take place from 6.30pm on Monday 5th January 2025 starting at 6.30pm and this will be shown live on our facebook page and I will send a reminder of this in the New Year

The U9 and U10 fixtures we hope to get live on the 22nd December 2025 but we are just ensuring the new teams that have joined after Christmas are all affiliated and we can then sync across the FA platforms.  

Please note as per last year with the U9 and U10 Cup draws the first round of games will determine who plays in the Plate ( the losing team ) and who plays in the Cup ( the winning team )  If there are odd teams in the Division one team will have a bye and if you get a bye you go into the Cup competition.  Please note U9 and U10 fixtures start on the 7th February 2026.  My thanks to Leon for his support in this matter
The U7 and U8 fixtures that start on the 7th February 2026 will be compiled and sent out to Clubs by the 17th January 2026 at the latest.

Respect and Disciplinary Update

The League will unfortunately be writing to a few teams in the New Year requesting them to attend a meeting with representatives of the Executive to discuss their consistent low respect scores.  We have waited until we have a few respect scores in so that one poor mark does not distort the real picture.  An emerging theme is mainly focussed on spectators or coaches being over aggressive on the touchline.

We also received feedback from Devon FA relating to 21 reports of misconduct that they feel does not reach their thresholds in terms of discipline, but the League may wish to review and we are doing this in the New Year.  The League is aware that the speed of response relating to discipline being recorded on the new system is too slow and we have raised these concerns and really hope after Christmas this is improved significantly.
As always. the vast majority of games are played in the correct spirit and we have had many positive comments sent to us as well and it is important to put the respect and discipline issues into context. Including mini soccer and our central division programme over 160 games played every week.

Again, can you reiterate to Managers and parents that football is a game to be enjoyed.

Cups Committee and Actual Dates of Divisional Finals

The Adrenalin Devon Junior and Minor League Cups committee is meeting in January 2026 to discuss the exact dates and times of its Cup Finals.  With more Divisions to fit in this is quite a major task.  You are aware of the weekends when they can be scheduled but recognised teams would like to know as soon as possible the actual date and time.

Secretary Training Evening

On Monday 1st December we held a Secretary Training and Information session, and this was led by myself and Sarah and eight teams attended, mainly new Club Secretaries.  The feedback was positive and one of the requests from new Secretaries was whether a buddy / peer support Secretary could be allocated by the League so Secretaries could seek support and build up a rapport with a more experienced Secretary.  This was considered to be a good idea and so I am asking some of the experienced Secretaries in the League if they would consider this and if they are can they let me know.  It was agreed themed sessions would also be useful and we are looking to see if we can introduce these next year.  
Breakthrough with Website

I can confirm that a student from Marjon is to be doing a placement with us from January to April and one of his main priorities is to get our website functional and also ensuring it is regularly updated and becomes the leading source of information moving forward.  We will be setting him up with his own email and more information in the New Year and think everyone will agree this is a priority moving forward.

Invoices

All PCC pitch fee and Central Division invoices have been sent by Nicola and I thank all those teams that have paid so promptly.  A reminder you have until the end of January to get them paid.  There are a few fines to be sent out before Christmas and these will be sent out by the 23rd December 2026

Transfer Window

The transfer window opens on the 3rd January 2026 and closes on the 31st January 2026.

A reminder to all Clubs that within a 28-day window a Club can only approach another Club once for a player.  So, in short if YMCA All Saints U11 put in a 7 day notice for a Keyham player then no other YMCA team can put in for another Keyham player in any other age range until 28 days has elapsed.

Please also note that during the transfer window you are allowed to deregister players if you wish without waiting for 21 days if a parent agrees to the request or the 5 game since last playing a fixture rule.

Technical Areas

Please note that both teams are responsible for their technical areas and they must be provided and used at all games.  We are asking referee to enforce this rule more vigorously in the New Year.  It is proven technical areas work and improve the playing environment and stop coaches and managers patrolling the whole length of the touchline.  Please can this be reiterated to all teams in the League

Paying referees by BACS – another reminder
If you wish to pay a referee by BACS you must contact the referee by no later than the evenng before the game and seek their permission for payment to be made in this way.  If a referee does not want to be paid this way he must be paid in cash on the day
